	Peggy; Tamara C.:  Tamara Connell we have enough money to do whatever we want to do…Craig will check availability at Rita Bass.  Discussion regarding what our needs is… format of program purely educational or social…etc… Scott would like a lot of the focus to be on the dictionary and consistency between facilities.  Wants to know what we as a group want, what are our interests…etc… Craig requested we get a presentation identifying what data is being used that has been added. Craig also identified that we need to let Scott and Steve know if we see any discrepancy between the CDPHE reports and the different facilities data so we can use for our own quality improvement processes. 	2. Blogs on www.COTrauma.org
	Peggy and Tamara H:  Great feedback on website.  Only concerning thing is that posting blogs requires permissions so still trying to work that out with the IT company that posted this. Once permission is granted it is forever.   Questions and Responses are posted under the “Questions” area.  This provides a documentation trail that everyone can see and that can be consistent.  Starting blogs on the web site requires individual permissions as well.  There is an app that is linked to the site.  Peggy requests people look through the site; play around and give any feedback to her.  If people want to post things they’ve been doing, any education they want to pass along, etc email Peggy and she can give you the permissions needed.

	 Peggy; Tamara H: CDPHE wanted to make that available in case someone else wanted to teach for December Meeting Education. Do we want to do monthly case studies to work through questions people are having.  May try to do some webinar access for this.  Possibly ideas include ICD-10 issues.  

	6. ICD-10 transition (idea for grant application and ideas from other states)
	Tamara H:  Do we want to have statewide standard training to transition to ICD-10.  Folks have identified a need for this.  Request by Tamara to help spear head this project.  Due February 15th to get grant in.  Would like to have something done by mid-January. Also need to identify do we want to use a vendor and/or how to do the education.  Discussion about possible programs/vendors to teach ICD-10.  2014 NTDS will have both codes, will go to ICD-10 in 2015.  Large difference between Trauma Registry ICD-10 educational process versus ICD-10 Billing/Coding educational process. The group will look into the vendors they are aware of and then bring those vendors to Craig Gravitz and/or Peggy Berkey.  Lori McDonald suggested we try to find an online vendor.  It will probably not being something that is available until August or September.  Request that training include procedural codes as well.  Questions about AIS changing in response to ICD-10 and no one has heard anything definitive about that.  Any more that we hear has been requested to be put on the CTN web site.  

	7. Co-morbidity/Complications field 
	Tamara H: Discussed this morning.  Vote to have NTDB to strictly align with State.  


	8. Roundtable:
	Craig wanted to know if there is a need out there to do another AIS class. After ICD-10 really interested in doing that.  AAAIM online coding class is available now.  Discussion regarding grant process for this.  CREATE requires matching and the “Other” doesn’t.  Does it make sense to do AIS before or after ICD-10? Concern doing it together needs to be split up.  

TOPIC class up in Breckenridge during preconference day of conference.  Will do a grant for that to try and keep class cost down.
