	Committee(s): facilities have many different titles of committees and numbers and etc… Core is that one should be a System one - whichever one that looks at overall system issues.  One should be a peer review – TNC needs to be integrated into this in some manner.  In some form there should be educational case reviews to look at what doing well and how to expand it over the system.   Remember: Goal is to identify issues (may be care provider related, but more likely process issues; expectation is that you can identify your own issues AND show how you addressed it; corrected it AND monitored to prevent re-occurrence.  

Written documentation of meetings is very carefully reviewed and should be detailed; thorough.  Comment: include normal as well as abnormal.  

Documentation of LOOP CLOSURE, LOOP CLOSURE, LOOP CLOSURE. 

Reveiwers do look at previous visits score tools and comments from previous reviewers and will especially look to see if any weaknesses identified were worked on since the last visit.  

NOTE:  ACS changed nomenclature - State Rules still use NP, P, PP.   so need to document or at least refer to BOTH.
